ACCOMPLISHED!
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In an effort to keep the community better informed, this SH 2  
Community Update page will appear in Society Hill 2 News each 
quarter. Here you’ll find a recap of the latest accomplishments 

the board has achieved on behalf of the community. 
—Executive meeting minutes are available for viewing at the 

management office by appointment. They cannot be reproduced
.

—The 2009 Approved Financial Audit is available 
by request at the management office.

—A 10 foot fence will be installed around the Greenspace behind the pool 
to prevent use as a dog run and reduce liability to the association.

—Parking line and renumbering will be conducted as per warranty 
by Advanced Pavement Technologies

—Renegotiated revenue reimbursements from Comcast Communications, which
 includes a door fee, internet and television subscription revenue percentages

.
—Clubhouse rental feels increased from $250 to $300 off-season and to $350 during 
the summer to offset water and utility costs and renovation of clubhouse bathrooms.

—Nemco Incorporated was hired to clean the clubhouse bathrooms 
on Saturdays during the pool season.

—One of the community’s trash dumpsters is being repaired as a short-term solution 
to stopping unsanitary trash leakage and to avoid JCMUA fines. The Board is consid-

ering acquiring a new dumpster to forestall continually patching the old one.

—The recycling center camera wireless system is currently being upgraded 
to a larger hard drive, which should greatly improve its functionality.



SH2 NEWS: PLEASE TELL US

DENISE: I’ve been a Society Hill 2 
resident for 8 years. I am a Leader-
ship Development Professional, spe-
cializing in diversity and inclusion. My 
industry experience includes financial 
services, pharmaceuticals and media.

SH2 NEWS: IS THERE A PHILOSO-
PHY OR CREDO YOU LIVE BY?

DENISE: There are several. Actions speak louder 
than words. Don’t  be a part of the problem...be 
part of the solution and Do unto others as you 
would have them do unto you.

SH2 NEWS: AS A NEWLY-ELECTED BOARD 
MEMBER, HAVE YOU ANY IDEAS FOR 
IMPROVING  SH2’S QUALITY OF LIFE?

DENISE: I believe that increasing communication 
and transparency to residents is essential, i.e. 
insuring that draft minutes are promptly posted; 
suggesting that meeting dates be posted well in 
advance so residents can plan to attend; and 
actively approaching residents to hear their 
opinions and gain their assistance in strengthen-
ing our community.

SH2 NEWS: DO YOU FEEL IT’S POSSIBLE 
FOR ALL THREE COMMUNITIES TO WORK
IN ACCORD FOR THE GOOD OF ALL?

DENISE: Yes, it’s happening now! I am the foun-
der and chairperson of the Friends of the Walk-
way, which is committed to reflecting the interests 
of not just SH2, but SH1 and Droyers Point as 
well.

SH2 NEWS: WHAT IS THE FRIENDS OF THE 
WALKWAY AND HOW DID IT COME ABOUT?

DENISE: The Friends of the Walkway is 
a group of residents from SH1, SH2 and 
Droyers Point who have come together 
to assist the Master Association (DPWA) 
with determining viable solutions to 
important community issues.
     At its April 2009 open meeting, 
the DPWA Board mentioned being in 
contact with Jersey City officials regard-
ing their request to remove 84 mature 
trees along the walkway [their solution to 
end sidewalk damage caused by the
tree roots]. In May 2009, a large contin-

gent of residents from all three communities 
wrote a letter to the DPWA board stating they 
thought this measure was extreme.
     As a result, The Friends of the Walkway 
committee was created in September 2009, 
sanctioned by the DPWA Board. The “Friends” 
were charged to research and recommend 
alternative solutions to removing the trees. 
     In April 2010, the “Friends” made a formal 
presentation to the DPWA and community 
residents. This presentation featured several 
eco-friendly and cost effective ways to preserve 
our mature trees while restoring safety to the 
walkway. Since that meeting, the “Friends” have 
received written support from Jersey City 
Councilman Sottolano and Division of Parks 
and Forestry Director Rodney Hadley. In addition, 
a petition to save the trees, currently being 
circulated, clearly demonstrates that residents 
insist on being heard on this matter. 
     We continue to hope the DPWA Board will  
honor the community’s wishes—to repair the 
walkway safely, preserve the trees and maintain 
our community’s beauty and property values.

SH2 NEWS: Perhaps now that residents 
are expressing their opinions on this issue,  
an agreeable resolution will ensue.

DENISE: That is the Friends’ goal. We want  
each resident’s voice to be heard— on this and 
future issues that affect our community. �

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 STOOP RENOVATION NECESSARY

The SH2 Board is poised 
to undertake a long over-
due project—the renova-

tion of the community’s 
stoops. There are numerous 
pressing reasons why this 
redo is needed.
THE PROBLEM:
The existing design of the stoops does not 
allow water from rain and melting snow and ice 
to filtrate from the steps. This lack of drainage 
causes a flaking condition called “effervescence”. 
This is essentially a rotting of the steel rebar that 
supports the steps, resulting in water damage that 
breaks down the concrete of the stoops.

THE SOLUTION:
A pre-fabricated step (which incorporates a filtra-
tion system) will be constructed. Existing railings 
will be sanded down, painted and reused. Before 
the new stoop is installed, an engineering inspec-
tion will be conducted to determine if the stoop 
foundation needs to be re-constructed.

THE PLAN:
A 3-5 year plan to correct the problem will 
entail determining the condition of the stoops 
and beginning the repair on the streets with the 
highest number of damaged stoops.

THE RESULT:
Society Hill 2’s damaged stoop problem will 
be remedied and the community will be graced 
with stoops that are attractive, uniform and most 
importantly, better designed. 
     This will mean fewer repairs will be necessary 
for many years in the future. 

WHY THE STOOP REDO NOW?

     Due to the increased cost of manhours 
and materials to do patchwork repairs on 
the stoops, the stoop project had been in 
the initial planning stages as early as the 
spring of 2008. 
    However, due to the financial downturn 
of the economy and the rise of foreclo-
sures in the community, the board post-
poned the project. 
     A careful review of our 2010 budget, 
shows SH2 to be in good financial stand-
ing. The current plan is to fund a percent-
age of the project from our money market 
and reserve accounts—with a special 
maintenance assessment making up 
the balance of the project. The board is 
confident in moving forward on this 
project, starting on or about April 2011.
